e States of emergency have already been declared in 21 states and FEMA had approved more
than 10 of those emergency declarations by Sunday.

o Three cities set new daily records for snow totals, including Paducah, Kentucky, with 4.6 inches,
Oklahoma City, Oklahoma, with 4.4 inches, and Kansas City, Kansas, with 5.2 inches, according
to the FOX Forecast Center.

e Snow is forecast to strengthen through the day Sunday, with peak snow rates potentially
reaching 2 inches per hour.

o Nashville reported .47 inches of ice as freezing rain hammered Tennessee early Sunday.

e Heavy snow looks likely to set up from the North Shore of Massachusetts and extend down into
the northern Cape.

e Awidespread 12 to 18 inches of snow is likely with locally higher amounts possibly closer to two
feet.
