increase in the western Caribbean and the Gulf later
this month.

e June is the time of the year in the tropical Atlantic
when forecasters tend to watch for tropical
development close to North America and Central America. This is due to vast areas of wind
shear that make conditions too hostile for tropical storm formation elsewhere over much of the
basin.

e Instead, most storms that develop this early in the season tend to form near old, stalled fronts,
non-tropical low-pressure areas or large weak circulations, known as gyres.
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Severe Weather Outlook

e A multi-day, severe weather setup will bring the risk of strong thunderstorms that could contain
large hail, damaging winds, heavy rain, and isolated tornadoes from the Rockies along the
Southern Plains and into the Southeast.

e The severe weather is very likely to impact central Texas on Monday. Parts of Colorado, New
Mexico, Oklahoma, Arkansas, Louisiana, Mississippi, Alabama, and Florida also have a good
chance of being impacted by severe storms.

e Some areas could experience flash flooding throughout the week. Communities along the
Alabama-Georgia border could see up to 8 inches of rain through Saturday, while most of those
states and portions of Mississippi, Arkansas, Tennessee, South Carolina, and northern Florida are
forecast for 3 to 5 inches.
